Trust holds these easements, and is responsible for ensuring compliance with the restrictions,
while the remaining 640 acres are owned outright in ten preserves including Dark Hollow, Tory
Hill, Sycamore Field, and the Schlesinger Bird Sanctuary.

Carolyn Iu donated the spectacular new Shostak Preserve in memory of her late hus-
band, Mitchell Shostak. This scenic, forested, cliff side with impressive rock outcrops is believed
to have endangered timber rattlesnakes living on the property.

Proud to be steward for all 3,040 conserved acres, the Salisbury Association Land Trust
is helping preserve Salisbury’s rural character, gorgeous scenery, and irreplaceable natural
resources for this generation and those to come.

& World War | armistice ended fighting 100 years ago
To remember the 100th anniversary of the armistice that ended fighting in World War I,
the Salisbury Association Historical Society will open an exhibit in September that not only
focuses on the 164 Salisbury residents who fought “over there,” but also those who, both in and
out of uniform, remained behind. We will examine who served and where, and what life was like
for people in Salisbury during the war years. Surprisingly, there are many parallels between then
and now. In addition to the exhibit, there will be presentations and events connected to the
World War One theme.

Oral history and digitization

Town Historian, Jean McMillen, has led the Salisbury
Oral History Project for more than ten years. During that
time, the number of transcribed and recorded interviews in
this ongoing undertaking has swelled from 117 to more than
330. Visit the new Salisbury Association website to access
this incredible local resource as more of them continue to
be uploaded. In addition to the oral histories, McMillen and
the Association’s curator direct the acquisition, preserva-
tion, and use of historic documents and records collected in
the History Room of the Scoville Memorial Library.

Also during the course of the year, we have been work-
ing to upgrade technology related to our archive of more
than 3300 digitized photographs. New scanning, storage, and
organizational tools will allow greater public access, both
through the website and in person.
